IRIS FLASH
1. IRIS Firmware Update ( versions 4.0 or higher). 
The steps for firmware update are:

Note: *We suggest  to read your panel with ProsTE software and save the TDF file before doing the firmware update, in order to have  your panel’s configuration, because after upgrade you will have to do a full reset of the panel with the jumper to Factory defaults and all programming will be lost 
1. 
Enter access level 3 (default code – 3333)>System>Maintenance>Software Rev screen. 
2.
 Connect the Iris panel to the PC with the USB cable.
In a few seconds The panel will be recognized from your PC as a “Removable device”.
3.
 Drag or copy/paste the Upgrade tool file into the “Removable device” screen.

4. 
Then “Eject” the “Removable device” by pressing right button on it 
Do Not eject the device from Task bar!!!!! 

This will cancel the procedure 

It has to be done from “my PC” and with right click on it and selecting the option Eject. 
See attached example screen shot
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5. 
Wait until the panel screen shows “upgrade tool” on its screen and then disconnect the USB cable form your PC .
6. Connect the panel to your PC again and continue directly from step 2. This time copy the .BIN file (IRIS_BW_v x.x.x.bin) on the “removable device”. 

After the file is copied to the “removable disk” eject the disk again with right click

Remember – not from the task bar - see step 4
Wait a few seconds, unplug the USB cable. and “Power off” the panel 
7. Put the reset jumper and then “Power on” the panel again.

A calibration screen will appear. 

Follow the instructions on the screen - click on the needed fields small pointy object (little cross on top left corner, top right corner, bottom right corner and then on the solid bar in the middle of the screen).

If “calibration unsuccessful” message shows up – repeat the above calibration more precisely.

After you finish the calibration – remove the Reset jumper.
If the upgrade is successful at the System>Maintenance>Software Rev. you will see 5.8.1 version and in : System>Maintenance>Display>Colors in the bottom right corner you will see the actual version you upgraded your panel to.
Now you can write to the panel previous settings from the .tdf configuration file that you save at the beginning of the procedure
